IMPORTING HOUSEHOLD GOODS/ PERSONAL EFFECTS & CARS

IMPORTATION OF PERSONAL
PROPERTY:

= Shippers have to pay the following taxes:
= Customs Duties: percentage of CIF
value as determined by the customs
tariff.
= Handling: 4% of CIF value
= ICHA: 10% of total (CIF + handling +
customs duties)
= |fan exemption certificate is presented, the
shipper will pay a handling charge of 1% of
CIF value.
= The customs clearance must occur within
15 days of arrival. If clearance does not
occur within this time period, the shipment
will be subject to warehousing taxes.
=  When alcohol is included in a shipment,
less than 30 bottles is acceptable with the
mention of “Fond de Cave” on the packing
list. Otherwise, alcohol and other spirits
should be sent separately.
= Home computers are not considered
personal effects and are subject to
customs duties and taxes.

Items less than 6 months olds
are subject to duty and import taxes.

v Freightinvoice or bill of lading with price of
freight indicated.

= Clothes: 40% of CIF
= Food: 60% of CIF
= Furniture: 60% of CIF
= Personal Effects: 40% of CIF

PROHIBITED ITEMS

Weapons

Ammunition

Transmission equipment

Alcohol and other spirits are prohibited
unless there are less than 30 bottles.
